Lately, the Internet has been filled with more and more fake news (see Figure1). Most people, more or less, will surely come across some fake news when they are surfing the Internet or using Facebook, Twitter, and so on. However, not everyone knows how to tell fake news from real news. A new study shows that younger people are more susceptible to fake news (see Figure 2).

 About eight thousand students took part in this study, and these students were in three different groups: elementary school students, high school students, and university students. Every group was asked to read the same aiticles online. Then, they were asked if they thought the articles were fake news and why. 
The study says that elementary school students have nothing to say about the news, not to speak of knowing how to tell. Most of them end up giving “true” to all the news. High school students believe that the news articles are true just because they would like to go along with their friends. As for university students, if a website looks pretty and its “ABOUT US” page looks good, the news articles are thought to be true most of the time. 

The study hopes that what it has found can help parents and teachers know more about why their children or students easily believe fake news and think of how to deal with such a problem.
