	You are a farmer and keep hundreds of cows. However, large predators like lions come and eat your cows. What will you do to solve this problem? Many people will hunt those lions. This is what farmers in Okavango Delta in Botswana used to do. They shot the lions with guns, but the problem couldn’t be fixed. For many years, cows died from lions, and lions died from people. The number of lions in Africa has dropped from more than 100,000 in the 1990s to lower than 30,000 in 2020. 


Luckily, an Australian biologist named Neil Jordan from the University of New South Wales came up with a smart idea to save both cows and lions—painting eyes on cow butts. In his four-year study, he followed over 2,000 cows on 14 different farms in the Okavango area, with 683 painted with eyes on the butts, 543 cross-painted and 835 unpainted. The study showed that no any cow from eye-painting group was killed by lions. In fact, Jordan had observed lions before this study and found that lions usually give up their hunt if they think they’ve been spotted. 

Now, farmers in Botswana may not need to shoot lions again. Sometimes the best way to solve a problem is not to “kill” the problem but to understand and “live” with it peacefully.

	When living or traveling in a foreign country, you may come across some cultural differences.  It’s always a good idea to understand these differences to keep ourselves from doing or saying something wrong.
Some cultural misunderstandings happen because of verbal miscommunication.  For example, in Taiwan and Japan, people are taught to be humble when they talk about themselves in social settings and workplaces. However, in the United States, it’s common for a person to boast about his or her own abilities in order to get them noticed.  Therefore, if you’re being interviewed to get a job in the States, tell them what you can do as much as possible. 

Body languages could also bring about misunderstandings.  In Easter Asia, it’s polite not to make eye contact with someone when speaking to him or her. But, to a Westerner, doing this could make you seem like the kind of person who is always lying.  Also, the use of gestures can cause misunderstandings.  The thumbs-up sign stands for a job well done in the West but can be an insult in parts of the Middle East.  In the West, sticking your middle finger up is very rude, but in Vietnam, the middle finger is often used to point at things.  Different countries have different cultures, but as the old saying goes, “When in Rome, do as the Romans do.”
