The African Sacred Ibis: From Egypt to Taiwan
    The African sacred ibis is a big bird that is native to Africa. They usually live near water. They eat fish, frogs and insects. The most interesting part of the African sacred ibis is its long, black beak and its white body. Why is this bird “sacred”? Because it was used to symbolize Thoth, the Ancient Egyptian god of wisdom. Ancient Egyptians believe the African sacred ibis can protect them from diseases.  

    The African sacred ibises first came to Taiwan when a zoo bought 30 birds from Egypt in 1979. They thought the birds would not fly out of the zoo, but after a few years, people near the zoo saw lots of these birds in fields. Now, it is believed that there are more than 10,000 wild African sacred ibises in Taiwan. Because these birds can live almost anywhere, including places covered in garbage, and they have no predators in Taiwan; they are starting to affect Taiwanese birds. It is harder for Taiwanese birds to find food, and that is not what we want.  

    Although these animals are lovely, it is not always a good idea to bring animals into a country. We are trying to cut down the number of the African sacred ibises so that they won’t affect animals native to Taiwan.
