Have you ever lain on your couch and felt as if nothing in the world was going right for you? This calls for action! Jogging, one of the most popular and cheapest kinds of exercise can help people, young or old, feel better about themselves at school or work. But how much running would do one good? It is said in a study that running for about 30 minutes twice a week is a good starting point. In other words, one should run around ten kilometers a week.
