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Across the U.S., Gen Z, women, LGBTQ and
Black candidates broke barriers and made history
in the midterm elections on November 8th.

Florida is sending the first member of Gen Z,
those born from 1997 to 2012, to Congress. The

winner Maxwell Alejandro Frost, 25, is a part-

governor of Arkansas. At least 12 female
governors will lead states, a new record for the
first time.

In Maryland, voters elected the state’s
first Black governor. Wes Moore is the third

Black candidate to be elected as the governor.

The race in Georgia will hold a runoff in
December, but even if Republicans win there, a
50-50 split means the Senate would effectively
be controlled by the Democrats because the tying
vote falls to the vice-president, Kamala Harris.
